Cancellation/Transfers

Fees with the completed entry form (see attaokshemust be received by
Monday,August 3%, to confirm entry in the contest.

Late entries received after Monday, Augu$t 2009 may be accepted at discretion of the
Event Coordinator as long as there are no teantiseowaiting list.

The contest is limited to tliest 30 teamswith paid registration. The Team Captain will
be notified if a team is not one of the first 3@rtes registered; the team will be placed on
a waiting list.

If a registered team cancels, it will forfed gntry fee and teams on the waiting list will
be substituted in order.

Contest Requirements

Contest Location & Logistics

The Sand Sculpture Contest will be held at themertd of Soda Lakes Beach in Bear
Creek Lake Park, Lakewood, Colorado.

Team check-in on the day of the event shall be helthe Meadow Lark Picnic Shelter,
just north of the beach; see maps in Section 1.

Daily admission to the Park is $5 per vehicle (84 $eniors); each team entered will
receive three (3) Daily Park Passes in advance vi@WB-Denver receives the team’s
entry fees.

Carpooling is encouraged; there is an RTD ParkRidé parking lot off the C-470 exit
to Morrison Road. See map on page 4.

If contestants wish to enter the park in more ttinae vehicles, the extra daily park fees
are their own responsibility.

Parking spaces are limited; the paved parking djacent to the Meadow Lark Picnic
Shelter has been reserved for contestants. Itiaddl parking is necessary, signs and/or
EWB-personnel will direct overflow traffic.

Contestants are requested not to park in thenmtseidiately adjacent to the beach or the
boat ramp.

Sculpture Space

Each team will be allocated a working spaceithatminimum of 10 feet by 15 feet.

Water

Teams may use water from Soda Lake for sangtsces. The team should be prepared
to transport the water from the lake shore to thaird allotment/contest entry area. The
shore is about 100 feet from the contest area.

Tools

Each team will be provided with two (2) fivedgal plastic buckets for its use. These
become the team’s property and they may be takarehdJnwanted buckets should be
returned to the check-in table.

Each team will provide its own tools. Tools nregt be motorized or battery powered.
Many websites and books provide useful tool lisbs $and sculpting; teams are
encouraged to be innovative. Tool recommendatailihe provided during the Team
Captain Meeting.

Teams are encouraged, but not required, to uddsm Molds can be used to create
complex shapes, facilitate compaction, and genessdlve time. For example, an ice
cube tray can be used to quickly recreate the mgons on the top of sand castle walls.

Sculpture Accessories

Each team is not required but may use up to pmend (454 grams) of sculpture
“accessories” to enhance its sculpture. These imajude flags, banners, scale
vegetation, castle armaments, etc.

Sculpture accessories may be prepared by theiteadvance of the contest.
Such accessories must be comprised of naturtdrida such as plant stems, flower

petals, tree bark, grass/straw, tree branches, &iair If glue is used to assemble the
accessories, it may be man-made.

Team Banner and Entry Explanation Sheet

Each team may erect a team banner at the reas aflidicated space that identifies their
organization. The team must remove the banntiieagnd of the contest.

Each team shall provide an explanation sheeato larger than 11 inches by 17 inches,
optionally mounted on cardboard, which provideskigasund information on their entry.
The sheet may include a design sketch, what they emtabout, or other pertinent
information. The sheet content will not be judgedut the complete lack of the sheet
will result in five (5) lost points in judging theentry.

Sculpture Protection

Each team will be responsible for preservingy theulpture until it is judged. This may
involve applying a water mist to preserve the mwoistconditions of the sculpture
surface.

Sculpture Demolition

Teams are requested to remove any sculpture acwssabthe conclusion of the judging.
This may be waived on request from the team or HYéBver.

Sand sculptures will be demolished at a later dgt&WB or the City of Lakewood;
teams are requested to leave their sculpture fargiark visitors to enjoy for the rest of
the day.

Sand Specification

Quantity
Each team will be provided with about threel@®kse cubic yards of sand.

Each team will be provided with an area of aboud 1&et (10 x 15). The team will
construct its sculpture within the confines of #rtea. Common aisles between teams will
be developed in the field depending on the numb&ramms entered.

Sand Characteristics

The sand to be used in the contest may meet tloasvioh approximate gradation. At this
time, the exact grain size distribution of the s@dnknown but it may be a mixture of
“mortar sand” meeting the gradation shown below ‘@aticrete sand” which may have a
slightly higher top size.

It is important to note the virtual lack of minuB@mesh material present in the sand. It
has limited cohesion-based strength and may redntieeor reinforcement (see Section
4.6, Accessories) to withstand static loads inh@retaller sculptures.

In Layman’s terms — don't try to sculpt a tall,rtrentry with steep sides without giving
your design a lot of thought; it will likely collge under its own weight before you finish
it.

The moisture content of the sand on contest daypksown and may not be optimal for
sculpting.

The foundation soils on the beach have not beetegeoically investigated. However,
based on previous experience, this soil may hasigraficant amount of minus 200 mesh
material present and teams are allowed to exphast gituation in any way within the
rules. For example, this foundation material migkt used to create a high-moisture
content “paste” that may be applied in any numbbereative situations.

The sand currently present on the Soda Lakes Beactore representative of the sand
that EWB will provide to the teams.Visit the site on your own & take a dip in the
lake.

Engineered Structure (real or imagined subject) — this can be a bugdrastle, bridge,
or other man-designed and constructed facility.

Open Sculpture (real or imagined object) — this “open” categosyup to the team’s
imagination, sand sculpting skills, and the geatézzd characteristics of the sand.

f. A “Fundraising Favorite” award may be granted to the team who raised thgt mo
money, either by sending in more than the requamettly fee, or soliciting independent
donations to EWB Denver prior to or on the dayhaf évent.

g. An award will be granted to the team whose scuéptardeemedThe Kid’s Choice”.
On request, park visitors (children under 12) Ww#l each issued a single vote slip/ballot
to vote for their favorite.Donated money does NOT count toward the Kid's Cho&
award tally (see Fundraising Favorite above) everhbugh the votes and donations
might be placed in the same ballot box provided biWB Denver.
