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OUR INTERNATIONAL PROJECTS 
Malingua Pamba Project, Ecuador  

The Denver Chapter  has  been                                
involved  with  improving  water                               
delivery in Malingua Pamba (MP),                                     a 
village of  about 300 people in                                   
Ecuador, since  August of 2006.                                      
It ǿŀǎ ƻǳǊ /ƘŀǇǘŜǊΩǎ ŦƛǊǎǘ ǇǊƻƧŜŎǘΦ  In 2006, the villageΩǎ 
potable water system was in dire need of repair and 
redesign. MP is in mountainous terrain in the Andes at 
an elevation of about 10,000 feet.  Currently, water is 
piped from uphill seeps, springs, and streams down to 
the village.  Because of the steep terrain, the water 
delivery system traverses huge elevation drops, 
resulting in pipeline pressures in the hundreds of psi.  
This caused frequent pipe failures, especially in the 
village taps or at weak connections in the pipe systems.  
The villagers, under EWB DenverΩǎ ƎǳƛŘŀƴŎŜΣ ƘŀǾŜ ōǳƛƭǘ 
a number of concrete pressure relief tanks.  Now, 90% 
of the village has access to potable water. To attain

irrigation system to give them a second growing season. 

Agou Avedje Project, Togo, Africa  
Agou Avedje is located in the 
southern region of Togo,  Africa 
and has a population of about  
600.  The village has no financial 
means, or solid plans for com- 
munity development. Their  
water supply consists of hand-dug wells which are 
unreliable and contaminated; to compound matters, 
the water production from the wells during the annual 
dry season is barely enough to supply the village.   Basic 
sanitation is also lacking which has lead to endemic 
dysentery and malaria cases.  Since 2007, we have 
assisted them in the purchase of over 100 water filters 
and the construction of over a dozen eco-latrines.   

Ambalona Village, Madagascar 
Since 2008, teams of EWB engineers have visited the 
remote village of Ambalona twice.  To minimize water 
borne diseases in the villagers, we are assessing the 
feasibility of developing a possibly cleaner ground water 
supply alternative to a tainted river they now use.  We 
drilled two test wells in December, 2009.
